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Monitoring Analytics CODA Registration Instructions

The Monitoring Analytics CODA system has three main participant functions: Fuel Policy, Power Plant Operations Report, and Opportunity Cost Calculator.  Participants may request user accounts in the Monitoring Analytics CODA system using the form below.  Users can be given access to any one, two, or all of the following CODA functions.
Fuel Policy Screen
In order to comply with the request of the PJM Market Monitor, each entity with generating unit(s) must have an approved fuel policy that defines how they account for fuel costs. In the CODA Fuel Policy screens, participants can create, edit, save, and submit their fuel policies to the PJM Market Monitoring Unit (MMU).  The MMU will review the policy, and approve the policy, or provide feedback until the policy is accepted.  Once the policy is agreed to, the participant can assign the accepted policy to units.  
Power Plant Operations Report
In order to comply with the request of the PJM Market Monitor, each entity with generating unit(s) must enter fuel consumption and delivery information into the CODA system. This information will be submitted by each entity on a monthly basis and it includes, but is not limited to the following:

· For each generating unit for each fuel type: Fuel cost, quality, consumption, stocks, environmental information, heat rates, etc.
If any entity sells energy, from a generating unit, into any PJM market, they must register to become a CODA user.

Opportunity Cost Calculation

Generating units that wish to have an opportunity cost adder calculated by the Market Monitoring Unit can request an “Opportunity Cost” account in the CODA system.  This account will give the user access to the “Opportunity Cost calculator” screen.  To get an “Opportunity Cost” account in CODA, fill out the following registration form, specify the company and unit IDs and names, and indicate that you are requesting an “Opportunity Cost” account.  If you are requesting an “Opportunity Cost” account, please also specify, for each of the units, if its run hour restriction is based on a calendar year, 12-month rolling, or other limit.
Under the current rules pending FERC approval, in order to qualify for an opportunity cost adder, the generation owner must provide complete documentation of such run hour restriction, including but not limited to the order or rule or operating permit from a regulatory agency or legislative body which includes the specific run hour restrictions applicable to the specific unit(s) for which an opportunity cost adder is claimed.
